This time provides us, as a community, with an opportunity to worship together and to reflect on our heritage, family ties and our faith in God.  We can also give thanks for all the blessings we have received and ask that God continue to look with favor, not only on members of Scottish Clans, but all who profess their faith in God and are part of the family of God.

The modern KIRKIN O’ THE TARTAN, although established in North America, is based on an old Highland tradition.  After the defeat of the Scots by the English in 1746, the wearing of the tartan and the keeping of any Highland ways or culture were forbidden in hopes that this would forever subdue the rebellious Scottish spirit.  However, the Scots were fervent Christians, and canny as well.  They clung to their ancient traditions by putting them underground, so to speak.  The people went to church wearing a concealed piece of tartan and, at a certain moment set aside in the service, the tartan was touched while the minister pronounced a blessing on all in attendance and the Scots once more pledged their loyalty and respect for their old traditions and their faith.

We have much to be proud of in our Scottish heritage and much to remember and learn from our ancestors.  Let us, as our fathers before us, rededicate our lives to God’s service in the true Scottish tradition of the KIRKIN O’ THE TARTAN.

The first Kirkin Service in North America was conducted by the Rev. Dr. Peter Marshall on April 27, 1941, in the New York Avenue Presbyterian Church in Washington, D. C.   Dr. Marshall, a native of Glasgow, Scotland, is the famous clergyman in the biography,   A Man Called Peter.  He served for a number of years as Chaplain of the United States Senate.  From this first Kirkin, the idea spread throughout North America.  Most Canadian provinces have Kirkin services and all the states of the United States hold similar ceremonies.  What started in 1941 as a Presbyterian service has expanded to other Protestant and Roman Catholic churches.

We hope you enjoy this worship experience and will remain for fellowship to enjoy some Scottish cuisine, including haggis, sausage rolls, fruit squares, scones and clotted cream, shortbread, Empire biscuits, coffee, tea and iced tea.  Our thanks to all those who worked in the kitchen and are servers.
